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I. Overview: 
 
The Interdisciplinary Seminar Series is a mandatory 2 credit course whose goal is to 
enhance student’s knowledge of the conflict resolution and mediation fields and build 
practical skills towards excellence and mastery of the subject matter.  
 
 
II. Learning Objectives 
 
Over 13 sessions, this course will: 

1. expose students to experts and leaders in conflict resolution from a variety of 
fields; 

2. give students the opportunity to pursue their own interests through research and 
classroom presentations.  

3. fill gaps in knowledge and skills development that they would not receive in core 
and elective classes.
